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Program Details: Artist in Residence 2027

The Artist in Residence (AIR) program awards fully sponsored residencies to
approximately 60 local, national, and international artists each year. Residencies of four
to ten weeks include studio space, chef-prepared meals, housing, travel and living
expenses. AIRs become part of a dynamic community of artists participating in
Headlands’ other programs, allowing for exchange and collaborative relationships to
develop within the artist community on campus.

Artists selected for this program are at all career stages and work in all media, including
drawing, painting, sculpture, installation, fiber arts, photography, film, video, new media,
fiction and nonfiction writing, poetry, playwriting, screenwriting, graphic narrative,
performance, dance, choreography, music, interdisciplinary, social practice, arts
professionals, environmental art and architecture.

Program Goals

To invest in individuals at the cutting edge of artistic fields and whose work has
potential to have significant cultural and social impact.

To support artists to explore and experiment in order to take their work to the next
level.

To build a nurturing and dynamic community of local, national, and international
artists and thinkers.

To encourage artists to develop ideas and work within the context of the Marin
Headlands, a part of Golden Gate National Recreation Area.

To bring national and international artists to the Bay Area to engage and have
cross-cultural exchange with local artists and audiences.

Eligibility

Artists not currently enrolled in an academic program at the time requested
residency would take place. Eligibility of artists enrolled in PhD programs will be
considered on a case-by-case basis.
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e Former Headlands’ Artists in Residence (AIR), and any recipients of
Chamberlain, Henderson, Chiaro, or Tournesol Awards may not apply within five
years of previous Residency.

e All other Alumni of Headlands’ Programs are eligible to apply for the AIR
Program at any point.

e Must be able to speak basic English.

Selection Criteria
e Merit of past work.
e Readiness to engage with and benefit from the residency experience at
Headlands (see program goals).
e Potential to develop creative practice and impact the community at
Headlands and beyond.

Selection Process

e Headlands’ staff reviews applications to ensure completion and eligibility.

e Submissions are reviewed by a jury of knowledgeable and esteemed artists and
arts professionals.

e The jury evaluates each artist’'s materials and selects finalists.

e All applicants will be notified by December 11, 2026..

e Finalists are asked to talk about their work and ideas in a 20-minute Zoom
interview to determine the final award selection.

e Resume or curriculum vitae

e Letter of interest, outlining your specific interest in working at Headlands and how
program participation will affect your practice

e The names and email addresses of three personal or professional references;
please note, we do not want letters of reference.

e Documentation of recent work (see specifications below for guidelines according
to discipline)

e Please note: we'll start accepting applications for 2027 residencies on April 1,
2026.

e Submit 30 minutes of video, along with any other material that adequately
describes your work.
e Please note: the first 10 minutes will be used for primary review unless the artist
directs otherwise.

Music / Sound**
e Submit up to 30 minutes of audio and/or video.
e Please note: the first 10 minutes will be used for primary review unless the artist
directs otherwise.

Arts Professionals (art writers, administrators, and curators)
e Submit sufficient material to portray the breadth of your work and interests,
including reviews, essays, and catalogs (submitted as PDFs).
